Introduction

Clinical Headline Indicators or CHI produces a range of indicators for the purposes of informing the commissioning and provision of
cancer services and driving up standards of caref activity / performance to improve outcomes for patients of cancer care in England. V1
includes a Generic set of indicators (relevant for most tumour sites) and site specific for Lung and Breast. CHI is based on the Service
Frofiles (that have currently been available within the Cancer Commissioning Toolkit) giving a snapshot of data based on data received
via the cancer registration service.

Background

CHI s derived with expert clinical input using a range of data, initially, though not exclusively, from the COSD dataset. All indicators are
discussed and agreed with site specific clinical reference groups. There is a project board to oversee the delivery of data and ensure the
indicators meet necessary commissioning requirements.

The National Cancer Registrafion Service (NCRS) team is working closely with National Cancer Intelligence Network (NCIN) to produce
this tool / data.
