One of the most powerful tools in controlling cancer is to have a reliable source of
data on incidence and mortality. Such information provides clues as to how the
lives of people with cancer are affected and can be changed. This publication,
covering the whole of the UK, brings together one such a source of valuable
information which can be used to improve early detection, diagnosis, treatment and
follow up. It can be used to monitor progress against the range of initiatives
currently underway to improve the outcome for people with cancer. It is an
important step on which we can all build.

Introduction

This is the first report to be produced by the National Cancer Intelligence Network (NCIN) which includes information
from all four nations within the United Kingdom. It extends our previous NCIN report, analysing 2005 cancer incidence
and mortality rates for the 30 Cancer Networks in England, to include comparable information from the seven Cancer
Networks in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.

As previously, information is provided on the major types of cancer together with all malignancies combined for all age
groups, children (0-14 years) and teenagers and young adults (15-24 years).

These data have been provided by the eight regional cancer registries in England?, the Office for National Statistics
(ONS) and the national regjstries in Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland?.

In total, excluding non-melanoma skin cancer, there were 289,003 (144,259 males and 144,744 females) new
malignant cancer registrations and 151,290 (78,179 males and 73,111 females) cancer deaths reported in the UK in
2005.

In general both cancer incidence and mortality rates are higher in Scotland and Wales and lower in Northern Ireland in
comparison with England. The Cancer Network with the highest age standardised male incidence rate within the UK is
South East Wales (473.4 per 100,000 population) while that with the highest female incidence rate is North Wales
(392.2 per 100,000). For cancer mortality, the West of Scotland Cancer Network has the highest age standardised rates
in the UK for both males (269.9 per 100,000) and females (187.1 per 100,000).

When taking into account all the specific cancer sites and site groups considered in this report and comparing the four
nations, it is a non-English nation which has the highest incidence rates for all types of male cancer and all but two
(breast cancer and malignant melanoma) types of female cancer. In contrast, Northern Ireland has the lowest incidence
rates for 11 out of 18 male and 12 out of 20 female site groups.

The inclusion of data from the entire UK substantially extends, therefore, the variation in cancer incidence and mortality
across networks for many types of cancer. Looking at the 37 Cancer Networks in the UK, it is a non-English network
which has the highest incidence rates for eight of the 18 site groups for male cancer and for eight out of 20 site groups
for female cancer. However, it is usually an English network that has the lowest incidence rates (exceptions being
prostate, male bladder and eye, brain & CNS cancers - lowest in the Scottish networks and female pancreatic cancer -
lowest in the Northern Ireland Cancer Network).



For lung cancer, the impact of using UK data is particularly striking in that the age standardised incidence rates in the
West of Scotland Cancer Network (94.0 and 59.9 per 100,000 in males and females respectively) exceed, substantially
so for males, those in the Merseyside and Cheshire Cancer Network (79.3 and 57.1 per 100,000 respectively) which
has the highest rates in England. A similar effect is seen for mortality data with age standardised rates of 81.2 and 49.0 in
males and females respectively in the West of Scotland Cancer Network compared with 67.6 and 42.1 in the North of
England Cancer Network, the highest in England. In parallel with this, Cancer Networks in Scotland, especially the West
of Scotland Cancer Network, have the highest incidence and mortality rates of lip, oral & pharyngeal and oesophageal
cancers within the UK and smoking behaviour is likely to be a common underlying cause.

Other differences may relate to service variation. For example, two of the Cancer Networks in Wales (North Wales and
South East Wales) have prostate cancer incidence rates that rank among the highest within the UK (114.2 and 124.3 per
100,000 respectively) while two of the Networks in Scotland (North of Scotland and West of Scotland) have the two
lowest rates within the UK (74.8 and 73.4 per 100,000 respectively). These differences are not reflected in the
comparable mortality data indicating that the variation in incidence maybe due to differences in use of Prostate Specific
Antigen testing.

Considering cervical cancer, the West of Scotland and South West Wales Cancer Networks have relatively high age
standardised incidence rates (11.2 and 11.5 per 100,000 respectively) by UK standards (8.4 per 100,000). Although
these are exceeded by the Humberside and Yorkshire Coast Cancer Network (15.0 per 100,000), it is notable that the
mortality rates in this network are not exceptionally elevated (2.5 per 100,000) whereas those for West of Scotland and
South West Wales (4.0 and 5.0 per 100,000) along with those in North Wales (4.4 per 100,000 are the three highest of
all UK networks. These differences may have implications for the related cervical screening programmes in the respective
nations.

We hope that by bringing the UK data together in this way, added value will be provided for those involved in the
provision and commissioning of cancer services in all four nations.

This report, in common with all NCIN publications, will be available as a download from the NCIN website (ncin.org.uk) in
complete pdf format and as individual site-specific pages.

Differences in data

Cancer registrations are usually completed within two years of diagnosis but, in a small proportion of
cases, the process can take longer. Consequently the cancer regjstration databases held by the Cancer
Registries in the UK, and by the Office for National Statistics (ONS), are continually being updated.

The National Cancer Intelligence Network (NCIN) has obtained data for England from the National
Cancer Information Service, which has data extracted directly from the eight regional Cancer Registries
around England.

In contrast, Cancer Research UK uses an extract of data from ONS as the source of the data for England
to collate the UK figures. The two extracts from these sources have been taken at different times and,
thus, there will be minor differences between them. As registration databases are regularly updated and
revised, any resulting presentation of data may differ slightly from other published data relating to the
same time period. Such differences are nearly always trivial.

Glossary

Cancer Network

As of the date of publication, there are thirty Cancer Networks in England, three in Scotland, three in
Wales and one that covers the entirety of Northern Ireland. These networks cover populations ranging
between 700,000 and 3 million people based on postcode of residence. Cancer Networks bring
together health service commissioners and providers, the voluntary sector and local authorities and
coordinate services for patients across all aspects of care. It should be noted that slight changes to
some Cancer Network’s boundaries have occurred since these data were collated.

Incidence

The number of new registrations of cancer, as collected by the Cancer Registries of England, ISD
Scotland , the Welsh Cancer Intelligence and Surveillance Unit (WCISU) and the Northern Ireland
Cancer Registry in 2005. The figures reflect the databases as of July 2007 for England; August 2008 for
Wales; July 2008 for Scotland and June 2008 for Northern Ireland. Small variations are to be expected
in the overall figures for cancer for the UK in 2005, between this and other publications (please see
“Differences in data”)
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Mortality

The number of deaths from the specified cancer in 2005. These data were supplied by the Office of
National Statistics (ONS) in England, and are obtained from ISD Scotland (from General Register Office
for Scotland), WCISU (from ONS) and Northern Ireland Cancer Registry (from General Register Office
(Northern Ireland)).

Crude Rate

The crude rate is calculated by dividing the number of cases or deaths by the population at risk. This
rate does not take into account the age structure of different populations and therefore does not adjust
for any confounding effect this may have. Crude rates should not be used for making comparisons
between different networks or countries.

Age Standardised Rate (ASR)

Age standardised rates are used to eliminate the variation in the age structures of populations and as
such enable comparisons between different areas or over time to be made. They are obtained by using
a weighted average of age specific rates, i.e. the crude rates within each 5-year age group. Direct age
standardisation has been used here, applied to the European Standard Population. The ASRs are the
figures which should be used when making comparisons between the different areas.

In this publication, ASRs for persons are calculated using the simple average of the ASR for males and
the ASR for females. The corresponding 95% confidence intervals are calculated using:

However, different methods may be used to calculate the ASR for persons, and as such there may be
differences between the rates presented here and those in other published data relating to the same
time period.

95% Confidence Interval (95% C.1.)

A 95% confidence interval around the ASR is given as a measure of uncertainty in the estimated rates.
They show how big a contribution chance may have made to a particular statistic. The 95% confidence
intervals quoted give the range in which the rate in question would fall 19 times out of 20, were it
possible to repeat the analysis.
